Canine Ear.
Notice the vertical canal and horizontal canal... Humans only have a horizontal canal allowing much more drainage and air flow. This is the reason dogs and cats have so many more ear infections then humans.
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Note: With external ear infection, as the ear canal becomes
swollen, it closes up trapping moisture and pus in the deeper
parts of the ear canal. This makes the problem worse and can
prevent medication from getting to the source of the infection.
